Sustain Future Growth — We are able to do much with our existing build-
ings; however, if we want to continue to reach out to those beyond our
church, and if we want to expand our current ministries or offer new ones,
we have to renovate and build.

Bring More People to Christ — Our Sunday attendance is tremendous, and
our program space is often full to overflowing every day of the week. Our
goal is to welcome everyone and not turn away anyone due to space con-
straints. We will accomplish this goal by first expanding program space
(Phase 1) and then expanding the sanctuary (Phase 2).

A Place for You and Your Family — Our Sunday school classes have over
60 children. To accommodate all the children, we use available space
wherever we can find it. Our new building will include a larger Parish
Hall and six classrooms!

Space for Community and Outreach — The amount of ministry that goes
on at our church is truly the work of God, and St. Matthew'’s is blessed
with wonderful volunteers. Activities abound throughout the week. All of
the activities use the small spaces provided by the main building and our
classrooms on the hill. With our planned expansion, many of these pro-
grams, and more, can take place under one roof.

Space for Peace — By expanding the walls of St. Matthew's, we can offer
more space for prayer, reflection, and the peace of knowing and loving
God.

: Why are we having this five week M aking Space to Share Campaign? Why not just announce that we need fundsto
build?

: How will the money we raise be used?

It is importantreamember that our Making Space to Share gift$cabe in addition to our
regular giving for the on-going operation of theiath. Otherwise our day-to-day ministries wouldfeuf

: When will the expansion begin?

: We hope to begin the expansion in the fall of 20ls will depend on a number of factors includihg approval of our site
plan, building and construction permits, and odlitglio obtain a construction loan.

: Will we have to meet at an alternate location during construction?

: No. We specifically hired Sully Construction beoatisey presented us with a plan that allows usap@n site during
construction. That doesn’'t mean we won't have soh@nges during construction, but we hope for thenmeniences to be
minimal.
